The Trails Query Tool allows users to search for a list of trails by attribute. There are five boxes with a selection list of attributes.
The first box at the upper left is FLMA. The choices are BLM, FWS, NPS, USACE, and USFS. The user can select multiple FLMAs by clicking on multiple selections, or deselect a FLMA by clicking on a highlighted selection to unhighlight it.
The second box at the upper center is State. All states are listed in alphabetical order. The user can also select multiple states or deselect highlighted states.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The third box at the upper right is Trail Surface Type. The choices are:
· Aggregate
· Asphalt
· Chunk wood
· Concrete
· Hard surface
· Imported compacted material
· Imported loose material
· Native material
· Native material road
· Other
· Paved
· Puncheon
· Recycle tires
· Snow
· Unknown
· Unpaved
· Water
· Wood chip
The user can also select multiple surface types or deselect highlighted surface types.
The fourth box at the bottom left is Trail Condition. The trail condition choices are Excellent, Fair, Good, NE, Poor, and Unknown. The user can also select multiple conditions or deselect highlighted conditions.
The fifth box at the bottom center is Trail Length. The trail length choices are 15 miles or more, Between 10 and 15 miles, Between 5 and 10 miles, and Less than 5 miles. The user can also select multiple trail lengths or deselect highlighted entries.
The bottom right hand corner of the screen has two yellow buttons for the user to select the Output format. The top button says “Access Report” and displays data in an Access database as a new tab. The bottom button says “Excel Export.” This button exports the data into a separate Excel file that the user can save to his or her computer. The Excel option exports 42 data fields for the selected trails, whereas the Access option only exports the five data fields included in the Query Tool.
