This project replaces the existing bridge,
which was constructed in 1934. It is in poor
condition and not meeting today's bridge de-
sign standards. The new bridge will span 304-
feet, as a one-lane asymmetrical suspension
bridge, that includes a single steel tower 75-
foot tall on the north end of the river. The

project is expected to last until next winter of
2017.

events (table below). Advanced notice will be provided in
the event of night closures. Short term river closures are 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. |30 minute delays permitted

cy situations. In the event of a short closure, river users can
expect to see warning signs and flaggers posted upstream
and downstream of the work. River passage will resume
when the risk is mitigated and passage is deemed safe.
