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Project Description

This project replaces the existing
bridge, which was constructed in
1934. It is in poor condition and not
meeting today's bridge design stand-
ards. The new bridge will span 304-
feet, as a one-lane asymmetrical sus-
pension bridge, that includes a single
steel tower 75-foot tall on the north
end of the river. The project is ex-
pected to last until next winter of
2017.
