The Nisqually to Paradise Road project spans 11 miles from Longmire to the Paradise Inn Parking lot 
and Jackson Memorial Visitor center. Project improvements include cleaning and replacing drainage 
culverts, pavement subgrade, parking areas, asphalt overlay and stone masonry wall repair.  

Road Surface conditions 
Current road condition is new and existing asphalt.  There are no current road closures or restrictions 
due to construction related to this project.   

Current and Upcoming Work 
The contractor, Tucci and Sons, has completed ditch reconditioning, culvert installation, spillway 
protection and stone masonry repairs on headwalls and guard walls and the paving of the Paradise 
Parking complex. Ongoing work includes bridge repair at Edith Creek Bridge on the Paradise loop 
road. 

Traffic Delays 
A possible 5 min traffic delay may occur at bridge operations when crews are moving equipment.  
Drive slow around blind corners and be cautious of workers on the roadway and winter driving 
conditions.
