Construction Requirements

255.03 General. Amend as follows:

Delete the first paragraph and substitute the following:

Survey according to Section 152, and verify the limits of the wall installation. Prepare and submit installation drawings according to Subsection 104.03. Perform the work under Section 209. Grade the foundation for a width equal to the length of reinforcement mesh plus 3 feet. Where the wall is set on a rocky foundation, place 6 inches of select granular backfill under the reinforcing mesh or strips.

Add the following:

Perform excavation with equipment capable of removing the material while preventing escapement outside of the construction limits.

255.04 Wall Erection. Add the following:

(c) Gabion-faced walls. Furnish and assemble gabion baskets according to Subsection 253.04. Lay welded wire fabric for soil reinforcement horizontally on compacted fill. Place the soil reinforcement fabric normal to the face of the wall. Connect the gabion facing unit to the reinforcement fabric with spiral binders or tie wire at 4 inches nominal spacing with alternating single and double locked loops. Join adjacent baskets vertical edges according to Subsection 253.05. Fill gabion basket cells according to Subsection 253.06. Pull and anchor the reinforcement fabric taut prior to backfill placement. Place gabion baskets in successive horizontal lifts in the sequence shown on the plans as backfill placement proceeds. Test filled gabions according to Subsection 253.06A.

255.05 Backfilling. Add the following:

Place granular backfill closely following erection of each course of reinforcing fabric and gabion baskets. Prior to backfilling, place geotextile fabric on the back of the gabion basket. Place a minimum of 6 inches of uncompacted backfill material over the reinforcement fabric before any rubber-tire equipment is permitted to operate above the fabric. Place a minimum of 10 inches of uncompacted backfill material over the reinforcement fabric before any track-mounted equipment is permitted to operate above the fabric. Compact each layer according to Subsection 204.11.

255.06 Acceptance. Add the following:

Gabions will be evaluated under Subsection 253.09.

Structure excavation and backfill will be evaluated under Subsection 209.12.

Measure gabion-faced walls on the vertical plane of front face.
