Apply the aggregate uniformly at a rate of 7.5 to 13.5 kilograms per square meter with an aggregate spreader immediately after the asphalt is applied. The CO will approve the exact application rate. Operate aggregate spreader so the asphalt is covered with the aggregate before wheels pass over it. During part-width construction , leave uncovered a strip of asphalt approximately 150 millimeters wide to permit an overlap of asphalt material. Make roller passes to seat the aggregate immediately after the aggregate is applied. Operate rollers at a maximum speed of 10 kilometers per hour.
